The Board of Elbert County Commissioners met in a regular scheduled meeting on the 26th day of November 2008, with the roll call of members as follows:

The Board of Commissioners convened at 9:00 a.m., and Chairperson Suzie Graeff called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA:

Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve the Agenda for November 25, 2008, Commissioner Meeting as written.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

MINUTES APPROVED:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve Commissioner Meeting Minutes of November 19, 2008, as written.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

VOUCHERS & WARRANTS:

REQUEST FOR ASSIGNMENT OF MINERAL RIGHTS:
Treasurer Billie Mills came before the Board to report that Tommy Yowell has offered to purchase the mineral rights that are County held tax lien certificates.  The total amount of these mineral right certificates is $24,359.46. 
Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve the sale of the mineral rights to Tommy Yowell.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

PUBLIC HEALTH DEPARTMENT AMENDED DOLA GRANT AGREEMENT:

Public Health Director Mary Sue Liss came before the Board to submit the amended Department of Local Affairs grant contract for the Public Health Department building.  DOLA has increased the match by an extra $35,000 which makes the total grant at $240,000.  County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the amended grant contract and found it appropriate for approval as to form. 
Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign the contract amendment #1 with the Department of Local Affairs.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

LIMON REGULATOR STATION ANTENNA SPECIAL USE REVIEW:

Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board to report that the Limon Regulator Station Antenna Special Use Review (SU-08-0030) application has been withdrawn as there is no longer a need for this antenna.
BOY SCOUT RANCH SPECIAL USE PERMIT DISCUSSION:
Planning Director Richard Miller stated that Carolyn White, Attorney for the Boy Scouts of America would like to present a request to the Board of County Commissioners.
Carolyn White requested that the Board of Commissioners consider granting a special hearing date for the Special Use Permit land use application that the Boy Scouts of America have filed with Elbert County for the shooting range at the Peaceful Valley Scout ranch.  The main issue is that time is of the essence and that a motion from plaintiff’s dismissing the lawsuit.  Tentative dates to consider is: December 29th or 30th; January 5, 6, 7, 8 or 9, 2009.

Commissioner Metli made a motion to move the Special Use Permit hearing to January 6, 2009, at 7:00 p.m. Further discussion:  location of the meeting is the Courthouse. Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

COUNTY ATTORNEY:
County Attorney Mark Scheffel came before the Board to discuss the agreement with CH2M Hill for land use application preliminary plat submittals, etc., in the amount of $24,000.  This is a first amendment to the main contract.  

Planning Director Richard Miller stated that he is not sure if the money is in escrow or not and will check on that before the final approval is given.
