COMMENTS BY THE PUBLIC:

Tom Maroney who is the representative for Tom Bayshore, discussed the access issue off of Singing Hills Road to the lot that Mr. Bayshore purchased that is between Corral Market and the Coggins property.  Tom stated that Mr. Bayshore would like to move forward with rezoning this property from residential to commercial; however, the Road & Bridge Department will not allow access off of Singing Hills Road to this parcel and Mr. Bayshore will need to buy out the Coggins access which the County permitted in the wrong location.  Mr. Bayshore had a traffic study completed and Tom submitted the traffic study to the Board of Commissioners and requested that they review it.

NEW BUSINESS:

Fairgrounds:  Fairgrounds Manager Carol Vonfeldt came before the Board to request approval for the Derek Ullom Wedding reception to serve, not sell alcohol on December 19th at the Ag Building.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to allow the Ullom wedding to serve, not sell, alcohol on December 19th for the wedding reception.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion. 2010 MILL LEVY CERTIFICATION

Elbert County Road Improvement Plan:  Commissioner Schwab read into the record a press release regarding Elbert County roads.  “In recent weeks there has been a lot of information in the newspapers in reference to Elbert County roads.  The Board of County Commissioners is making every attempt to resolve road issues during these tough economic times.  The roads in our County need attention and after consulting with our Road & Bridge Superintendent, the Western Elbert County Transportation Plan and traffic counts, we will be identifying the projects that need attention.  The BOCC is requesting that the Road & Bridge Department being work on this plan.  Within 90 days, we anticipate a draft of project priorities from the Elbert County Road & Bridge Department for the next three years.  The Commissioners are also looking at future road improvement needs for eastern Elbert County.”

Burn Restriction:  Big Sandy Fire Chief John Hillman came before the Board to request that the burn ban be raised from a level 1 to a level 2 due to the number of fire incidents.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to change the burn restriction from a Level 1 to a Level 2 effective today.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Rush Creek Wind Assessment Tower Continued:  Planner Curtis Carlson came before the Board to request that the Rush Creek Wind Assessment Tower SU-09-0014, be continued to December 23, 2009.  The reason for the continuation is due to lack of a quorum at the Planning Commission meeting.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion that SU-09-0014, Rush Creek Wind Assessment Tower be continued to a date certain of December 23, 2009, at 9:00 a.m., or as soon as possible thereafter.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Lynn Rezone Extension for Recordation:  Stanley Lynn came before the Board to request an extension for recordation of the Lynn Rezone due to the economy.  Commissioner Shipper made a motion to grant an extension for the Lynn Rezone RZ-07-0142, to September 22, 2010.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.   The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Lynn Minor Development Extension for Recordation:  Stanley Lynn came before the Board to request an extension for recordation of the Lynn Minor Development due to the economy.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to grant an extension for the Lynn Minor Development, MD-07-0143, to September 22, 2010.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

County Attorney Mark Scheffel came before the Board to discuss the following items:

Mark reviewed the water lease for North Central Fire District and the application to be filed by Colorado Water Plans in the Chaparral area.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to sing the application for Determination of Water Rights within the Chaparral area for the North Central Fire District.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Mark reviewed the lease agreement between the Board of County Commissioners and Digby Properties for the Extension Office in Simla for 24 months and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the lease agreement between Digby Properties and the BOCC at 325 Pueblo Street in the amount of $13,550.00.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
