The Board of Commissioners convened at 9:10 a.m., and Chairperson Suzie Graeff called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve the minute of the November 26, 2008, Commissioner Meeting as written.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve Elbert County Building Authority Requisition #28 on 12/10/08 to Sun State Electric in the amount of $582.04.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve Elbert County Building Authority Requisition #27 dated 12/10/08 to LBA Construction Services in the amount of $38,193.00.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

ELBERT COUNTY LIBRARY DISTRICT MILL LEVY CERTIFICATION:

Fred Beiser, Treasurer of the Elbert County Library District, came before the Board to submit the budget for the Elbert County Library District and request that the Board of Commissioners certify the 2009 mill levy for the Library District.

Commissioner Metli made a motion to accept the mill levy certification for the Elbert County Library District for 2009 at 2.516 mills to produce $716,283 revenue.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

PLANNING COMMISSION APPOINTMENT:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to appoint Robert McSpadden to the Planning Commission to replace Joe Neuman for District 2.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

RESOLUTION 08-77

PLANNING COMMISSION APPOINTMENT

JUSTICE CENTER CHANGE ORDERS:

Al Perlman, Project Manager, came before the Board to discuss the change orders to the Justice Center in the amount of $90,555.85.  The items for the proposed change order is for interior additions to the fill-in space adjacent to the 911 Center and the Jail Entry/Courthouse Facility.  The County radio space and 3 additional offices in the amount of $65,000.  The 18th Judicial District requested additional security for specific doors to be installed and a mockup for Judges bench for the balance of the proposed change order.  The 18th Judicial District will reimburse for wiring for security, carpeting, some signage and the bench mockup, which would make the final change order amount of $79,305.85.  
Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign the change order in the amount of $79,305.85.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

CHRISTMAS PARTY CANCELLATION:

Commissioner Metli made a motion to rescind the motion to close the Courthouse early on December 12, 2008, at 2 p.m., since the County Christmas Party has been cancelled and there is no BOCC Meeting on December 24th.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

COUNTY ATTORNEY:

County Attorney Mark Scheffel came before the Board to discuss the following items:

Mark reviewed the agreement with CH2M Hill for the Bandera Rezone in the amount of $24,000, and the money is in the escrow account and Mark has found the agreement appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign the agreement for Professional Services for Elbert County with the Bandera Rezone, Preliminary Plat and 1041.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Mark reviewed the agreement with CH2M Hills for the Front Range Training Facility in the amount of $3,500 and the money is in escrow and appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign the agreement for Professional Services between Elbert County and Front Range Training Facility Special Use.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Mark presented the 2nd Amendment to the IGA Agreement between Elbert County and Douglas County for office space at the Douglas County Justice Center with the extended time to March 31, 2009, and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign the 2nd Amendment between Douglas County and Elbert County to March 31, 2009.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.   The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

ELBERT COUNTY 2009 BUDGET ADOPTION:

The Board of County Commissioners presented the Elbert County 2009 Budget.  All County employees will work a 36 hour work week and paid on an hourly basis starting January 1, 2009.  Overtime will still be based on a 40 hour work week and no overtime accrued will be paid and must be taken as comp time.  The Elbert County Courthouse business hours will be 7:30 a.m., to 5:00 p.m., Monday through Thursday, and will be closed on Fridays.

The $550,00 in Commissioner Resolution line item was explained that $425,000 of that is for Certificates of Participation.  John requested that the Board show that in the budget and the BOCC agreed.

Commissioner Goetz made a motion that the Board of County Commissioners for Elbert County, Colorado, the 2009 budget as submitted, amended and herein summarized by fund, is hereby approved and adopted as the budget of Elbert County for the year above stated.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the budget hereby approved and adopted shall be signed by the Chairman of the Board of Elbert County Commissioners and made a part of the public records of Elbert County.

ADOPTED, this 10th day of December A.D. 2008.

RESOLUTION 08-82

ELBERT COUNTY 2009 BUDGET APPROPRIATION

FAIRGROUNDS SEPTIC CLEAN-OUT FEE SCHEDULE:

The Board agreed to continue this matter to December 17, 2008, since the Fairgrounds Manager was not in attendance.

Commissioner Graeff stated that she is recusing herself from the Verde Ridge Public Hearing at 7:00 p.m., this evening due to a potential conflict of interest since her husband has done work for Greg Boone before and turned the evening portion of the meeting over to Vice Chair John Metli

Recessed at 2:00 p.m.

Reconvened at 7:00 p.m.

The Board of County Commissioners reconvened the BOCC Meeting at the Elbert County Fairgrounds and Vice Chair John Metli chaired the public hearing of the Verde Ridge PUD, Preliminary Plat and 1041 Permit.
VERDE RIDGE PUD, PRELIMINARY PLAT & 1041 PERMIT:

Planner II Curtis Carlson came before the Board to present the request of Verde Ridge LLC to rezone, subdivide and obtain a 1041 permit to create a Planned Unit Development which will encompass 65.49 acres and 35 residential units with a base density of 1 unit/5.01 acres, located in a portion of Section 25, Township 7 South, Range 65 West.  

The site is located three miles north of the Town of Elizabeth, north of the intersection of County Road 150 and County Road 13.  The existing zoning is Agriculture (A) and the proposed zoning is PUD (Residential Planned Unit Development).  The project is located in the Rural Residential-High Density Land Use Area as identified in the Master Plan.  The base development density for this Land Use Area is one unit per 3.00 acres to one unit per 9.99 acres.  This proposal is for maximum density bonuses to be applied resulting in 35 parcels, the smallest of which would be approximately one half acre.  

The surrounding land use and zoning is Diamond Ridge which adjacent to the south; the west boundary of the project borders on Ponderosa Park; Idleweiss Farm South A-1 property is the north and Running Brook is across County Road 13 to the east and “A” zoned property is to the southeast.

The development will include paved roads.  This project is included in and will be served by the Diamond Ridge Water & Sanitation District that is an approved District.  The dedicated open space shall not be available to the general public and pedestrian trails are not included in the proposal unless the developer decides to add them later.  The HOA will own and operate the open space area.  
The Community Development Services Department identified 26 referral agencies to be utilized for review of this proposal.  In addition to these agencies, the County’s 1041 Regulations require that mineral right holders and all surface property owners within  1,320 feet of the proposal be given referral agency status.  

Public Comment Speakers:  Applicant’s Representative Tom Maroney; Applicant’s Attorney Jack Weitzal; Planning Commissioner Member Paul Crisan; Diane Varner; Sue Hart; Lisa Lewis; Neil Evans; Charles Groesbeck; Lance Bakemeyer; Kevin Anderson; Bob Lewis and Sheriff Bill Frangis.
Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve RZ-07-0156, Verde Ridge PUD, a request to rezone to Planned Unit Development (PUD) 65.49 acres with the 6 conditions of approval.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Vice Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve PP-07-0157, Verde Ridge Preliminary Plat, a request to subdivide 65.49 acres to create a maximum of 35 residential units with the 10 conditions of approval.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Vice Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to accept 1041 07-02-01, Verde Ridge 1041 Permit with the 5 conditions of approval.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Vice Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Goetz made a motion that the conditions to be fulfilled prior to recording each final plat filing: (1) the applicant will pay to Elbert County, growth related impact fees of $2453.00 per residence based on number of lots; (2) the applicant will pay to Elbert County TAZ fees of $2521 per residence based on number of lots; (3) the applicant will comply with the County resolutions for fees to the appropriate school district and fire district (fees only to those districts with approved resolutions at the time of final plat approval), in effect at the time of recording.  A separate letter/acknowledgement for each of the aforementioned items, shall be submitted to CDS, confirming resolution by the appropriate organization.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Vice Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
