Commissioner Schwab made a motion to adopt Resolution 09-67, that the Board of County Commissioners for Elbert County, Colorado, the 2010 budget as submitted, amended and herein summarized by fund, is hereby approved and adopted as the budget of Elbert County for the year 2010.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

ELBERT COUNTY 2010 BUDGET ADOPTION

Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the Board of County Commissioners, County of Elbert, State of Colorado, for the year 2010 hereby certifies a total levy to be extended upon the total assessed valuation of $273,521,759 to produce $7,678,576 in revenue.
