The Board of Commissioners convened at 9:05 a.m., and Chairperson Suzie Graeff called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA:

Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve the Agenda for December 17, 2008, for the Elbert County Commissioner Meeting as written.  Commissioner Graeff seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

VOUCHERS & WARRANTS:

Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve A/P Warrant #119581 through #119584, in the amount of $4,594.03.  Commissioner Graeff seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

WOLF CREEK RANCHES ROAD ACCEPTANCE:

Kiowa Road & Bridge Foreman Rick Manyik came before the Board to recommend that Wolf Creek Drive for 9,300.68 feet and Val Donna Circle for 2,792.1 feet for a total of 12,092.69 feet of road in Wolf Creek Ranches be accepted for full County maintenance along with the cul-de-sac at the end of County Road 182.  The Road & Bridge Department performed a visual inspection of the roads and found them to be in compliance with Elbert County Regulations.

WOLF CREEK ESTATES  ROAD ACCEPTANCE:

Kiowa Road & Bridge Foreman Rick Manyik came before the Board to recommend that Watson Circle for 2,400 feet and Wolf Creek Drive for 7,948.60 feet for a total of 10,348.69 feet in Wolf Creek Estates be accepted for full County maintenance.  The Road & Bridge Department performed a visual inspection of the roads and found them to be in compliance with Elbert County Regulations.
Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Graeff seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

WOLF CREEK ESTATES ROADS ACCEPTED FOR

COUNTY ROAD MAINTENANCE

GRAVEL PIT RECLAMATION:

Bill Hudick with Hudick Excavating came before the Board to discuss the reclamation of the Ardrey Gravel Pit and requested that the Board of Commissioners participate in the restoration of the pit with material items.  The State of Colorado requested a bond for $52,000 for the reclamation process and Mr. Hudick would like the County to leave the scale and the Case Loader for the County’s participation in the reclamation.

Kiowa Road & Bridge Foreman Rick Manyik stated that the scale can remain; however, Road & Bridge still uses the loader.

The Board agreed that Mr. Hudick may have the scale but not the loader.

GOVERNOR’S ENERGY OFFICE:

Bill Maylander, Representative of Eastern Colorado for the Governor’s Energy Office came before the Board to give a presentation on the Energy Office programs, renewable energy, conservation and efficiency matters.
2009 CERTIFICATION OF LEVIES & REVENUES:

Deputy, Clerk to the Board Geri Scheidt came before the Board to present the 2009 Certification of Levies & Revenues for all taxing entities within the boundaries of Elbert County.  These taxing entities are required to certify their respective mill levies to the Board of County Commissioners and C.R.S. 39-1-111(2) requires that copies of the certification report be filed with the County Assessor, Division of Property Taxation, Division of Local Government and Colorado Department of Education by December 22nd.  

Geri reported that besides the County, there are three incorporated towns; 10 school districts and 40 Title 32 Districts within the boundaries of Elbert County.

Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign the Budget Year 2009 Certification of Levies & Revenues Report.  Commissioner Graeff seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

FAIRGROUNDS SEPTIC CLEANOUT FEE SCHEDULE:

COUNTY ATTORNEY:

County Attorney Mark Scheffel came before the Board to discuss the following items:

Mark reviewed the Annual Peopleware Agreement, Exhibit B#156-08-01, between Computer Information Concepts and Elbert County  in the amount of $1,000, and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign the Annual Peopleware Agreement with CIC in the amount of $1,000.  Commissioner Graeff seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Mark reviewed the CDHS Certification of the County’s Merit System and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve the CDHS Certification of the County’s Merit System.  Commissioner Graeff seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Mark discussed the Change Orders to the new Justice Center for the three security doors and it is now that 2 doors will be eliminated and one will need to be put back in.  This change will be formally presented to the Commissioner at a later date with an agreement.
