LEGAL NOTICE PUBLICATION BIDS:

The Board of County Commissioners opened sealed bids for publication of legal notices and the tax sale publication.  One bid was received from the Ranchland News for 30 cents per line on the legal notices for the first publication and 29 cents per line for each additional publication.  The rate is based on 11.5 pica columns and 7 point type.  Delinquent Tax Sale Legals will be 24 cents per single column line for the first publication and 17 cents per single column line for subsequent column line for subsequent insertions.  This price did not increase since last year.  

Commissioner Metli made a motion to accept the bid from Ranchland News as the official newspaper for 2009.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
TIMBER ESTATES REZONE & MINOR DEVELOPMENT VOIDED:
Planner I Carolyn Parkinson came before the Board to request that the Timber Estates Rezone and Minor Development project be voided.  This project was approved on August 29, 2007, by Resolution 07-71.  The applicant has not completed the required conditions of approval that were agreed upon. The applicant has failed to request an extension or to respond to certified notices of intention to void the project.  

Applicant’s Representative Tom Maroney indicated to the Community and Development Services Department that the applicant no longer owns the property and has relocated out-of-state.  The current property owner was notified of the intention to void the project by certified letter dated December 15, 2008 and to date has not contacted the Community and Development Services Department.
