STAFF REPORT ON BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONER’S ACTIONS:

A. On February 11th the BOCC continued the “Strikethrough Project” to remove references to the master plan from regulatory documents until April 22nd.  The commissioners wished to receive recommendations from the Planning Commission before they heard the issue.
B. On February 11th the BOCC (Hope Goetz and Del Schwab) approved the Bandera subdivision by a vote of 2-0.  Only one citizen was present, and he spoke in favor.  There was no opposition.

C. The BOCC approved a request to continue recordation of a Special Use Permit for the racetrack near Agate for one year.
