Richard Miller, Planning Director, presented the applicant’s request for a continuance to date certain of June 14, 2007.

A motion to approve the continuance for Miller Ranch West PUD, PP and 1041 to date certain of June 14, 2007 was made by Anthony Osborn, seconded by Joe Neumann.  The vote carried 7 to 0.  

SUR 06-08-03 MOTOR SPORT COUNTRY CLUB –SPECIAL USE REVIEW TO PERMIT A PRIVATE MOTOR SPORT COUNTRY CLUB AND ASSOCIATED USES, LOCATED IN SECTIONS 26, 34, & 35, TOWNSHIP 6 SOUTH, RANGE 58 WEST AND SECTION 2, TOWNSHIP 7 SOUTH, RANGE 58 WEST, OF THE 6TH P.M., ELBERT COUNTY, COLORADO.

RZ 06-08-19:  TALL “T” - A REQUEST TO REZONE AN (A) AGRICULTURE TO AR, (AGRICULTURE RESIDENTIAL), LOCATED IN SECTION 5, TOWSHIP 10 SOUTH, RANGE 64 WEST IN ELBERT COUNTY.    

MD 06-08-09:  TALL “T” - A REQUEST TO CREATE A MINOR DEVELOPMENT, LOCATED IN SECTION 5, TOWSHIP 10 SOUTH, RANGE 64 WEST, IN ELBERT COUNTY.

Curtis Carlson, Planner II, presented the application, indicating compliance with the regulations.  
The applicant and the property owner had the following comments regarding this application:  


·
have no intentions of changing the overhead lines to the house



underground – the house has been since before we had zoning regulations

·
currently have an application to adjudicate the water, expect to have a judgment for 



the adjudication by the time we go in front of the BOCC or soon thereafter 


·
by adjudicating you bind the water to the surface and the adjudication changes the 



water from a resource to a commodity


·
once adjudicated, you can sever the water from the land and sell the water rights


·
the upper formation (Upper Dawson) doesn’t have enough water to satisfy the 300 



year rule, but you do have enough to satisfy the 100 year rule


·
property owner has to reserve the water in the lower formations to this piece of 



property so that he satisfies the 300 year rule


·
theoretically in 100 years and 1 day he’s going to have to drill a deeper well into that 



lower formation and pump that water out for the next 200 years

A motion to approve RZ 06-08-19 Tall “T” Rezone with conditions of approval was made by Kevin Rogers, seconded by Mike Kelley.

1. The applicant will work with the Division of Water Resources, to obtain written approval of the Water Supply Plan.  No part of this document is to be recorded until the Department of Water Resources has approved a water plan.   

2. The applicant shall meet with the Elbert Fire Protection District and comply with Resolution 99-35 as related to fire protection.  A letter of agreement, including a statement that fees are paid, will be submitted to the Planning Department prior to recordation of any documentation.  The applicant will be responsible for an appropriate address map.  

3.   The name of the rezone be reviewed for any duplication of names by the Mapper, prior to 

       recordation.   

4.   The applicant will be required to remove the public notice sign within seven (7) days of 

      approval by the Board of County Commissioners.  A letter to that affect will be placed in 

      the Planning Department file, prior to recordation of the Rezoning Exhibit.   

5.   The rezoning will not become effective until all conditions of approval are met, all fees paid       

      and documents recorded.  

6.   The applicant will record the Rezoning Exhibit, Weed management and grazing plans are in-

place), and within ninety (90) days of approval by the Board of County Commissioners.    

8.  Adopt the Findings enumerated herein.

A motion to approve MD 06-08-09 Tall “T” Rezone with amended conditions of approval was made by Kevin Rogers, seconded by Anthony Osborn.

1.   The applicant will meet with the Elbert School District about any applicable fees.  A letter 

      from the District to be provided to the Planning Department prior to recordation of any 

      documentation.   

2.   In lieu of land dedication for open space, the applicant will pay to Elbert County, $500.00 per  

      the one Lot.

3.   The applicant will coordinate with the Kiowa Conservation District.  A letter of 

      confirming that all fees have been paid will be submitted to the Planning Department prior to 

      recording of any documents.  

4.   The Final Plat will comply with the digital submittal requirements specified in the 

      Subdivision Regulations, Section XV.  

5.   The applicant will record the plat within ninety (90) days of the Board of County 

      Commissioner’s approval.  

6.  Adopt the Findings enumerated herein.  

The motion carried 7 to 0.
