STAFF REPORT ON BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONER’S ACTIONS:

A. On Wednesday, June 25, 2008, the Board of County Commissioners heard and approved a Temporary Use Permit for the Boy Scouts of America, Peaceful Valley Scout Ranch – Travis Shooting Sports Facility.
CONSENT CALENDAR:

A. A motion by Anthony Osborn, seconded by Lisa Shipman was made to approve the Planning Commission minutes from June 12, 2008.  The motion carried 4 to 0.

COMMUNITY INPUT:
A. A Commissioner Candidate for District One introduced himself and spoke briefly about his background. 
PUBLIC HEARINGS:
RZ 07-01-02 BANDERA PUD (aka BENTLEY RANCH) – A REQUEST TO REZONE TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (PUD) FROM AGRICULTURAL (A), TO ALLOW 552 SINGLE FAMILY RESIDENTIAL UNITS, A 19 ACRE COMMERCIAL SITE, A SCHOOL SITE, AND OPEN SPACE.  THE PROPERTY IS LOCATED IN PART OF SECTIONS 14 & 15, TOWNSHIP 7 SOUTH, RANGE 65 WEST IN ELBERT COUNTY.  

PP 07-01-01 BANDERA PRELIMINARY PLAT – A REQUEST TO SUBDIVIDE 1011+ ACRES TO CREATE SINGLE 552 SINGLE FAMILY RESIDENTIAL LOTS, A 19 COMMERCIAL SITE, OPEN SPACE/DRAINAGE TRACTS, SCHOOL SITE, AND A WASTEWATER TREATMENT SITE,  PARK.  


1041 06-04-04 BANDERA (aka BENTLEY RANCH) 1041 PERMIT – A REQUEST TO OBTAIN A 1041 PERMIT AS A NEW COMMUNITY. 
Due to the submittal of amended applications with significant revisions, as well as the need for these submittals to be sent back out on referral, a motion was made to continue Bandera RZ, PP &1041 to date certain of August 28th, 2008, by Anthony Osborn, seconded by Lisa Shipman.

The motion carried 5 to 0.
SU-07-0153 MILLER GRAVEL PIT - A REQUEST FOR EXPANSION OF THE CURRENT MILLER GRAVEL PIT, LOCATED ON 130.2 ACRES, IN A PORTION OF SECTION 28, TOWNSHIP 6 SOUTH,  RANGE 64 WEST IN ELBERT COUNTY. APPROVAL WOULD ENLARGE THE PERMIT AREA 74.07 ACRES FROM ITS PRESENT BOUNDARIES. – continued from March 12, 2008, May 8, 2008, May 22, 2008 (meeting cancelled), and June 12, 2008.

Carolyn Parkinson, Planner I, presented the application indicating compliance with regulations and recommending approval.
The Planning Commission discussed the application and had the following comments: 
·
There were questions about where the gravel is going and what it’s being used for.
.
There was discussion about who is responsible for enforcement and compliance of the truck routes.
.
It was noted that this application is for a special use permit which can be subject to an annual inspection and subsequent revocation of the permit in the case of non-compliance.
.
There was a question as to when the paving would begin and who would be responsible for the paving.
.
There was discussion asking if the applicant’s dispatch could put out a directive to the trucks to travel down Singing Hills Rd.
.
There was concern that the truck routes will still be on school bus routes.  
.
There was discussion concerning an additional condition of approval that the applicant will work with Road and Bridge to ensure that the truck route is adequately posted and designated.

.
There was discussion concerning an additional condition of approval stating that the permit be valid as long as Schmidtt holds the lease; if the lease is terminated, the special use permit could then be reviewed.
.
There was discussion concerning the number of truck trips per day.
The applicant/representative had the following comments:

·
On a daily basis they are running from 300-400 trucks from various locations; they would never jeopardize their permits by not operating on truck routes.

.
On two other quarries, they have never had a violation.

.
They have had owners/operators in the past who have violated the imposed restrictions and they do not haul for them anymore.
.
The majority of their material goes to Elbert County for pipe bedding.

.
The timeline for paving depends on the cost of asphalt and the state of the economy.  It’s possible that paving would begin next year.
.
The applicant’s dispatch can issue a directive to their operators to travel down Singing Hills Rd., although it is important to note that there is another trucking operation running out there and they are operating under a different permit.
.
Rick Hunt leases the land to Schmidtt Aggregates; Schmidtt Aggregates is responsible for all of the permitting and compliance of the permit.
.
The applicant/representative agrees to all the conditions of approval.

The Community and Development Services Office offered the following comments:
.   Road and Bridge will designate the truck routes and the Sheriff’s Office will   be responsible for enforcement.


.
Rick Hunt is the Landowner; the permit is being requested by Rick Hunt, represented by Mark Heifner.

.
The current use of the land already has a Special Use Permit; this application is for an expansion into a new area.
.
The Special Use Permit is not associated with a person; it is associated with the Parcel.

The hearing was open to public comment, there being none the hearing was closed to public comment.

A motion to approve SU-07-0153 Miller Gravel Pit with the following conditions of approval was made by Joe Neumann, seconded by Paul Crisan.

1. The applicant will submit to the Community and Development Services Department evidence of an active Operations Permit from the Colorado State Division of Minerals and Geology, prior to recordation, and comply with all requirements contained therein.

2. The applicant will submit to the Community and Development Services Offices, a copy of the annual report to the Division of Reclamation, Mining, and Safety and evidence that the Substitute Water Supply Plan (SWSP) has been upheld and that the lease for the water has not lapsed. Said copies to be due at the end of the 1st quarter, annually. In addition permittee is required to provide copies of any revisions to the permit, whether amendments or technical revisions, to the Community and Development Services Offices.

3. The hours of operation will be 7:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m., Monday-Friday and 7 a.m. to 3 p.m. Saturday year round, weather permitting.  

4. The applicant will submit for review, a Phase I Drainage Study that includes the current state of the mine as well as the ultimate build out of the mine, prior to recordation. All fees associated with review of study will be paid by the applicant

5. Applicant will be required to comply with Road and Bridge paving and warranty requirements of CR17-21. Applicant will work with Road and Bridge to formalize agreement with Spring Valley Ranch with regards to the substitution of paving requirements. 

6. Prior to beginning excavation within new permit area, an excavation permit will be required per Road and Bridge. Pavement requirements related to CR 17-21 must be completed prior to permit being granted by Road and Bridge.  

7. An average of thirty (30) truck round trips will be allowed per day, never to exceed 45 round trips per day.

8. Truck access to the pit will be from CR 17-21 only, no access will be permitted from the CR 29 entrance. 

9. The applicant will work with Road and Bridge to provide for truck route designation signage.

10. The applicant will record the Site Plan Exhibit within ninety (90) days of Board of County Commissioners approval.

11. The requested Special Use will not become effective until the site plan exhibit and all associated documents have been recorded.

12. Adopt the findings enumerated herein.
