STAFF REPORT ON BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONER’S ACTIONS:

BANDERA EAST (PD-08-0033), BANDERA WEST (PD-08-0034) PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (FORMERLY “BENTLEY RANCH”) – A REQUEST TO REZONE TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT FROM THE CURRENT AGRICULTURAL ZONING, TO ALLOW 920 SINGLE-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL UNITS, A 19.31 ACRE COMMERCIAL SITE, A 10 ACRE SCHOOL SITE, LAND DEDICATION TO THE ELIZABETH FIRE PROTECTION DISTRICT, AND 472.30 ACRES OF OPEN SPACE.  THE SUBJECT PROPERTY IS LOCATED IN SECTION 15 AND A PORTION OF SECTION 14, TOWNSHIP 7 SOUTH, RANGE 65 WEST IN ELBERT COUNTY.


BANDERA EAST PRELIMINARY PLAT (PP-08-0035), BANDERA WEST PRELIMINARY PLAT (PP-08-0036) – A REQUEST TO SUBDIVIDE 1,011.93 ACRES TO CREATE 920 SINGLE-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL LOTS, A 19.52 ACRE COMMERCIAL TRACT, OPEN SPACE/DRAINAGE TRACTS, A 10.06 ACRE SCHOOL SITE, A WASTE WATER TREATMENT SITE ON 33.61 ACRES, A PARK SITE ON 25.05 ACRES, AND TWO LOTS (LOTS 158 AND 159) WHICH WILL BE DEEDED TO THE ELIZABETH FIRE PROTECTION DISTRICT.   


BANDERA EAST (10-08-0037), BANDERA WEST (10-08-0038) 1041 PERMIT – A REQUEST TO OBTAIN A 1041 PERMIT AS A NEW COMMUNITY.


Continued from 4/26/07, 7/26/07, 9/13/07, 10/25/07, 1/24/08, and 6/26/08.  Because the Applicant needed to provide additional information and pay some fees to result in a completed application, a request for a continuance was granted to a tentative date of October 9, 2008.

WEST ELBERT COUNTY MASTER TRANSPORTATION PLAN – Originally presented by Jacobs Carter Burgess.  Continued from August 14, 2008.
Richard Miller, Director of Elbert County Community and Development Services, presented the proposed amendments to the West Elbert County Transportation Master Plan.  Staff is recommending approval of this plan with the following amendments:
· On page 2.3, the last bullet point, has been modified to read “identification of transportation impacts of any large scale roadway project…”  The reference to Prairie Falcon Parkway was removed.
· On page 3.1, the fifth bullet down, was deleted.
· On page 5.1, the third bullet point was modified to read “provide policy recommendations for any privately funded super infrastructure projects.”
· On page 8.5, in paragraph 8.2, the references to Prairie Falcon Parkway were removed.  The first sentence of the paragraph was left in.  In the second paragraph, there was a slight reference to the Parkway.  The reference was removed from that paragraph.

· The watermark draft on the copy will be removed once it is adopted.

· The date on the Transportation Master Plan was changed to September 2008.

· In Appendix B – there was a graphic depicting potential hazardous waste sites. Jacobs Carter Burgess did further research on two sites that the old map had identified as hazardous materials sites.  One was a County compactor site and the other was a CDOT maintenance facility. These are depicted on the graphic as a warning that potentially hazardous materials at those sites, such as oil spills, would need to be cleaned up.
· On page 1.2, the first paragraph, the following sentence has been added to the end of the paragraph, “This West Elbert County Transportation Master Plan serves as an integral part of the Elbert County Master Plan.”
· On page 2.2, the first paragraph, the following sentence has been added to the end of the paragraph, “This West Elbert County Transportation Master Plan serves as an integral part of the Elbert County Master Plan.”
·  On page 7.1, the following language was added: “The price tag for the recommended transportation improvements in this 20 year planning horizon are a hefty one.  The cost far exceeds current transportation funding sources at the state or local level.  A number of funding resources are identified below.  It is anticipated that transportation improvements will be carried out over time at the direction of the elected body and that funding for those improvements will require a funding strategy that looks at a combination of resources identified here and others that may be available in the future.  Most of these tools are a tax or fee increase/ initiative that will require the Board of County Commissioner’s policy decision and a populous vote to implement.  All of the funding sources and strategies listed here are informational and are in no way imply an endorsement or approval for implementation by Elbert County.”
· The West Elbert County Transportation Master Plan is considered a part of the Elbert County Master Plan. The appropriate body for adopting the West Elbert County Transportation Master Plan will be the Planning Commission.

· Revisions to the plan will require adequately posted public notice and all such amendments and revisions will be formally adopted by the Elbert County Planning Commission.  

The Planning Commission had no comments on the amended plan.
A motion by Lisa Shipman, seconded by Richard Carlson was made to approve the West Elbert County Transportation Master Plan with the proposed amendments.  The motion carried 6 to 0.
Appreciation was expressed to the folks at Jacobs Carter Burgess for all of their hard work on this plan.  Final copies should be available next week.
